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1 INTRODUCTION

1.1 Overview

Congratulations on your choice of a Baumalight Skid Steer Stump Grinder to complement your stump grinding operation. This
equipment has been designed and manufactured to meet the needs of a discriminating buyer for efficient grinding of stumps.

This new and unique design allows us to build it very economically and makes it a very compact unit for storage and transport. The
self feeding design of the frame and enhanced visibility make the stump grinder easy and efficient to operate. Hydraulic controls
are easy to adjust and operate from most skid steer loaders.

The debris shield is standard equipment on all stump grinders. It is recommended that the stump grinder never be operated with
out one.

Safe, efficient and trouble free operation of your Stump Grinder requires that you and anyone else who will be operating or
maintaining the Stump Grinder, read and understand the Safety, Operation, Maintenance and Troubleshooting information
contained within the Operator's Manual.

This manual covers the Baumalight Skid Steer Stump Grinder,
models S14 and S18. Use the Table of Contents as a guide to
locate required information.

Keep this manual handy for frequent reference and to pass
on to new operators or owners. Call your Baumalight dealer,
distributor or the factory if you need assistance, information or
additional copies of the manuals.

OPERATOR ORIENTATION - The directions left, right, front and
rear, as mentioned throughout this manual, are as seen from

the skid steer driver's seat and facing in the direction of travel.




1.2 Intended Use And Foreseeable Misuse

The stump grinder is designed to be used by experienced operators, trained in the safe operation of a
tractor and trained in the hazards related to using the stump grinder and the safe use of the grinder for
the intended purpose. Operators will require personal protective equipment to reduce the risk from some
hazards that cannot be completely eliminated or controlled by the design of the tool.

Care is required to ensure that the stump grinder tool will not come across metallic objects, stones or
other materials.

Stump grinder tools are not designed for use in hazardous atmospheres where there is a risk of fire or
explosion due to flammable gases or vapors. Use in hazardous, explosive atmospheres is prohibited.

Serious injury or death of the operator or bystanders may be caused if the tool is misused. Misuse may
also cause damage to the machine carrying the implement.




2 SAFETY

4 OPERATION

4.1 Preparation for Use

Although the Stump Grinder has been carefully inspected
and checked prior to shipment from manufacturer, it is
recommended that the unit be thoroughly inspected.

Check all bolts for tightness and remove all shipping tags, bags,
skids, and blocking. Check swing frame to ensure that it is free
from obstruction and can operate smoothly without binding.

Remove stabilizer pin (A).

Remove any masking materials affixed during painting. Inspect
the skid-steer and any accessory equipment to verify that
nameplates and all safety warning, caution signs and decals
provided with the equipment are in place and clearly visible.

Visually inspect the unit before each start up. Check for loose or
missing parts and any damage that may have occurred during
moving or shipping.

Review all skid steer pre-start instructions, and ensure that

all recommended steps and procedures have been followed.
Never bar over the rotor, This could cause damage and result in
personal injury or equipment damage.

Lifted

The Stump Grinder must be lifted in a vertical direction only.
Due to the weight of the rotor the device must be adjusted
accordingly. NOTE: Always keep the weight of the machine in

mind. Never position body in line of impact.

Travel at a reasonable and safe speed.

4.6 Carbide Teeth
Break-In

During the first few hours of use, avoid hitting
stones as much as possible to allow the
carbide teeth to wear slightly. This can be done
by keeping the cutting wheel above ground
level. Brand new carbide tips are razor sharp
and can chip and shatter easily when they

hit hard objects. Once the razor sharpness

has worn away, the tips do not chip as easily.
Observing these precautions will extend the
life of the carbide teeth and reduce operating

expenses.




4.7 First Time User Tips

»  Before starting, stand to side of stump grinder and look at
center point on bottom of cutting wheel, this will appear
different from the skid steer seat and can be very deceiving.

*  Operate all functions in an open area with skid steer in idle
to get a good feel for the controls, do not expect to get first
stump done fast.

* Run throttle only at half speed for first time users.

Always turn off skid steer and
disengage hydraulic drive before
getting off the seat and approaching
the cutting wheel.

4.8 Field Operation

4. Shut off engine and remove key.

Slowly move into the stump.
If cutting wheel stalls, stop motion and rise slightly.

After a complete pass, move to home position and
lower cutting wheel to desired position for next pass.

Continue lowering the passes in this manor until stump
is completely removed.

Keep all shields in place.

Attach stump grinder to skid steer. See Attaching/
Detaching in this section.

If stump is on a grade, position skid steer in low area.
This will position stump grinder in high area for a greater
advantage of weight for stable cutting.

Move over stump so cutting wheel torques downward
pushing frame up to avoid binding.

Engage cutting wheel and slowly lower it in a controlled
manor to desired cutting depth. Always lower cutting wheel
beside stump, never try cutting down, always cut sideways.

5.1 Replace Cutting Teeth - S18

2. Remove lock nut (B) and cutting tooth (A).

3. Install replacement tooth and lock nut.

5.2 Rotate Cutting
Teeth - S14

Each tooth can be rotated up to three times
before replacement is necessary.

1. Park skid steer and grinder on a level surface.

2. Lower grinder to the ground.
3. Shut off engine and remove key.

4. Inspect teeth for wear on top edge. Once top
edge is worn, rotate tooth so a new edge is
on top (cutting) edge.

5. Loosen % inch locknut (A) on tooth (B) and
rotate tooth 1/3 turn. Flat shoulder on tooth
will fit against shoulder (C) on tooth holder.

6. Tighten % inch locknut (A).

5.3 Replace Cutting
Teeth - S14

1. Park skid steer and grinder on a level surface.
2. Lower grinder to the ground.
3. Shut off engine and remove key.

4. Inspect cutting teeth (C) for damage and
wear. Replace individual teeth as needed.

5. Remove % inch locknut (A), spacer (B) and
tooth (C). Install new tooth. Flat shoulder on
tooth will fit against shoulder (D) on tooth
holder.

6. Install spacer (B) and % inch locknut (A).
Tighten % inch locknut (A).

5.9 Replace Tooth
Holder - S14

1. Park skid steer and grinder on a level surface.
2. Lower grinder to the ground.
3. Shut off engine and remove key.

4. Inspect tooth holders (A) for damage and
wear. Replace individual tooth holders as
needed.

5. Remove tooth from tooth holder.

6. Remove mounting hardware on tooth holder
(A). Install new tooth holder, install and
tighten mounting hardware.

7. Install tooth into new tooth holder.

5.5 Replace Spider

1. Remove four bolts (A) and remove hydraulic motor
assembly (B).

2. Remove and replace spider (C).
3. Install motor assembly (B) and bolts (A).

5.6 Maintenance

Check cutting teeth every 4 hours of use.

Inspect the unit for any buildup of contamination (dirt, stones,
etc.).

Check hydraulic hoses and fittings for leaks.

Keep cutting teeth in good condition. Unit will cut faster and
remaining teeth will last longer if broken teeth are replaced.




6 TROUBLESHOOTING

PROBLEM CHECK SOLUTION
Cutting wheel does not spin. Cutting wheel jammed. Remove material from cutting wheel.
Low oil. Check oil level in skid steer. Add if necessary.
Not enough oil flow. Check flow control on skid steer. See your dealer.
Cutting wheel does not have much power. Low oil. Check oil level in skid steer. Add if necessary.
Qil filter plugged. Replace skid steer oil filter.
Relief valve not set properly. Set relief valve. Pressure should be between
2,500 and 3,500 psi.
Not enough oil flow. Check flow control on skid steer. See your dealer.
