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PICKUP SWEEPER OPERATION 

 
 

Basic operation  
 
With the mounting and set up done, you are ready to use your sweeper. 
 
The MPUB24 has bi-directional rotation and is equipped with adjustable 
front casters. Some trial and error may be required before finding the 
setting that works best for the tilt angle of your bucket and desired 
aggressiveness. Preferences may vary from user to user.  
 
 
 

1. Begin with sweeper slightly above the ground before engaging 
sweeper  brush. 
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PICKUP SWEEPER OPERATION (cont.) 

 
2. Engage the sweeper brush & tilt bucket forward onto casters until 

brush makes contact with the ground and bucket is level or slightly 
tilted forward. Driving forward will send dirt & debris up and around 
the shroud and into the bucket.  

 
 

*Note - Alternatively, the rotation of the brush may be reversed to send dirt 

& debris directly into the bucket.  
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PICKUP SWEEPER OPERATION (cont.) 

 
 

Dumping the bucket 
 
 
 

1. Stop rotation of the sweeper brush 
2. Pick up the sweeper and drive to desired dumping location. 
3. Place sweeper flat on ground. 
4. Tilt unit until resting on the casters. 
5. Lift boom and tilt plate to allow bucket cutting edge to be tilted or 

perpendicular to the ground.   
6. Raise sweeper over pile & drive to next sweeping location. 
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MAINTENANCE 

 
This section covers regular maintenance. Regular maintenance is required to 
insure that your rotary sweeper performs as it should and stays in good 
operating condition.  

 
 
BEFORE EACH USE 

 
 Make sure that all other fasteners are in place and are performing their 

specified function. 

 Make sure that all hydraulic fittings are tightened and that there are no 
leaks in any fittings or hoses. 

 Make sure that all safety decals are in place, are clean, and are legible. 
(See the safety decals and location) 

 Check all wear parts, replace any damaged or excessively worn parts. 

 Apply grease at grease points if necessary (See below) 
 

 
GREASE POINTS 
 
Grease points are usually equipped with a grease nipple; via a greaseable pin or 
Bushing. Grease should be applied to the grease points after every 20 hours of 
use. Always check to may sure that all components at grease points are moving 
with ease and there is no friction or visible rust forming.  
 
 
 

Grease points will be found in the following locations. 
(As shown in the diagram on the next page)

2. At brush head end plate (bearing inside)

Brush head wear and adjustment 
 
 

 
After some use, the brush head wafers will get worn and the factory setting for the 
height of the brush head will be too high to contact the ground. In this case you will 
need to lower the brush head to a new setting. Follow the instructions bellow to 
lower the brush head. 

 
 

 
1. Place the sweeper unit on a flat surface. 
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MAINTENANCE (Cont.) 

 
2. Locate & remove hitch pin clip and remove adjustment pin. 
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MAINTENANCE (Cont.) 

 
 

Brush head wear and adjustment (Cont.) 
 

3. Once the pins have been removed, the entire brush head will be 
free to drop down to the desired new setting.  

 
 
 

 
 
 
 

4. Allow the brush head to rest on the ground. Replace pin in the next 
hole that will allow the brush to make contact with the ground.  

 
 
* Note - unit may need to be lifted slightly in order for pin to line up with the proper          

hole for the new adjustment.

WAFER REPLACEMENT 
 
 
After some time, the brushes on your MPUB24 will get worn. At which point it is 
time to replace them. This is normal and expected after significant use. The 
brushes on the brush head are made up of wafers. The total of replacement 
wafers is noted is the specification section (Pg. 10) of this manual for specific 
model lengths. The following steps will guide you through the wafer replacement 
process.

Mount sweeper as detailed on Pg. 13-14.  Position the sweeper on an even surface 

so that it is resting on the casters and the brush head is elevated roughly 1/2" above 

the ground.  Allowing a little space will prevent any tension during the removal of 

the brush head. 

 

 

 

 

 

On the end opposite the motor (bearing side); Locate the 4 outside hex bolt 

heads.  Set up your drill or equivalent with an appropriately sized socket and 

driver adapter.

Remove retainer pins as on page 20. Using your drill or socket implement. 

Undo the 4 bearing bolts on the end plate. Once you get to the last remaining 

bolts, you will feel the brush head begin to drop. Let it rest on the ground as it 

becomes free. Remove the last remaining front bolt holding the end plate on 

and remove the end plate.

With the endplate removed. The brush head bearing and shaft will be exposed. 

Remove the loose bearing and set aside. Grab the exposed shaft and pull it 

towards you. The entire brush head should come free from the motor shaft and 

rest on the ground. While checking for obstructions and making sure everything 

is free, the Sweeper housing can now be lifted or moved to give you room to 

work on the brush head.

Remove flat end wafer & convoluted wafers by sliding them to the end of the 

shaft. *Take note of how the wafers are alternated and keyed in to the shaft as 

the replacement wafers will need to be organized in the same manner. (Shown 

on next page.)

With all of the old wafers removed and discarded. You can now begin to install 

your new wafers. Making sure to line up the studs on the wafers with 1 of the 4 

channels on the shaft. Begin with 1 Flat wafer and continue with the 

convoluted wafers until you reach the last one in your replacement kit. The last 

wafer should be a flat one to close off the end. *Note - Every other wafer 

should be alternated 180 degrees. Each piece should mirror the next.

Finishing up  

Once you've finished installing all of your wafers as instructed, you can close off the 

brush head and re-attach the end plate with the 4 nuts as before.  

*See specifications section for bolt torque specification.  

Repeat Steps 1 through 4 in reverse succession to reinstall the brush head making 

sure to properly align the keyway on the motor shaft. 

Once all your bolts have been tightened as per specification; Your sweeper is 

ready to get back to work.
